Our organization has called on the Chairman oftoekers’ Compensation Board, former
Liberal MPP Steven Mahoney, to end the relationbleigveen the WSIB and the consulting firm
KPMG due to their fraudulent business practices in thié¢dd States.

In the recently commissioned Value for Money Auwafithe WSIB Adjudication and Claims
Administration Program, commissioned by the WStBas been suggested that giving workers
injured in their workplace their entitlements tsiatance in their recovery is not good for their
business!

The public institution known as Workers’ Compensatarose out of a Historic Compromise
whereby Injured Workers gave up their right to gwer employers, in exchange for a just
Compensation system.

Injured workers did not create the Global Finan€asis, used by the WSIB to implement their
cost-cutting austerity measures, and these cutdaghot be falling on the backs of injured
workers. Assessments paid by employers are nowt &286 less than they were 15 years ago.
At the same time, the failure to adjust compensatickeep pace with inflation has reduced
injured workers benefits by about 22%.
